Minutes from last Meeting 
Minutes from last meeting were read and approved as accurate

General
The issues surrounding obtaining charitable status and becoming a Community Enterprise 
Company were discussed. It was agreed that the charitable objectives of Tiggers are to be focused 
around providing ‘developmental difference’ in the experiences and opportunities presented for 
children and young adults on the spectrum. The Community Enterprise Company could offer our 
growing understanding to different groups ie. adults on the spectrum, children with disability 
other than autism etc., awareness for related services, but that our focus within the  charitable 
objectives is where activities and opportunities can make a developmental difference to life 
outcomes for children and young adults on the autistic spectrum.
There was a discussion arising out of a review of a recent difficult session and Tiggers in general. 
It was reinforced that Tiggers is for the children, that sessions need to focus on this and not 
administration wherever possible. There is a need to resist becoming introspective and focused on 
volunteer relationships and management if we are to stay focused on delivering what is needed 
for the children. Thus it was also agreed that there needs to be more parent reps recruited.
Due to the absence of the Autism Family Support Worker and the lack of specialist Autism 
support, the decision was taken to freeze all new initiatives in the immediate future, with the 
emphasis to be placed on consolidation of what is already in place.
It was proposed and agreed, in view of the above point, to return the funding for Swimming 
Tiggers from Wyre PCT .
Debra requested money for the purchase of Christmas gifts for the Tiggers and Volunteers. The 
request was approved.
Mike Lockett was reported as having said that he wished to use the volunteering process of
Blackpool Tiggers as Best Practice within B.G. 
From the reports from Peter Quinn, Web provider, it is obvious that the internet is now an integral 
part of the Tiggers communication system, increasingly used.
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Bolton Kids2gether have contacted us saying that they require a trampoline coach for Wednesday 
evenings. This information is to be passed to all our qualified coaches.
Hannah White to liaise with Anne Rust, Mel McGuire and Glenys Ellis regarding the Christmas 
Party.
M.I.D.A.S. Training course is scheduled for 8th December.  For non-drivers and those too young, 
but who still wish to be involved in future outings, P.A.T. – Patient Assisted Travel – training will 
be available from the New Year.
