Kids want Bed Time ! 
 
Each “bed” is a trampoline 
able to give 2 kids 15 minutes 
bouncing in each half hour. 
More “beds” = more kids. Due 
to demand, on June 17th Pre-
ston Tiggers (which has been 
active less than 6 months’) put 
on our first ever FOUR bed 
session with 26 kids in 2 hours. 
The increased capacity mean 
more kids can bounce without 
having to wait, whilst the in-
creased numbers mean there is 
more opportunity for the de-
velopment of social skills and 
play inter-action on the soft 
play and bouncy castle.  

Save Our Support 
Gordon Marsden, MP, is currently sitting on 
the parliamentary select committee looking 
into SEN provision and the implementation of 
Government policy of ‘Every Child Matters’. 
He is the local MP for Blackpool South and met 
with Debra Bookbinder, in her capacity of 
chair of Tiggers at the beginning of June. A key 
area for discussion was the Councils’ decision 
to stop funding the post of Autism Support 
Worker. He noted our petition with almost 200 
signatures and advised that the decision maker 

for reversing this decision is David Lund. Gordon is actively pur-
suing a joint meeting with David, some of his key staff and some 
Tigger parents for us to put our case. David needs to be made 
aware of how important this post is and Tigger parents, friends and 
supporters are invited to write or email David at the following ad-
dress, Blackpool Council, Progress House, Blackpool, FY4 4US or 
at davidlund@blackpool.gov.uk.
